


November 16 | Lebanon The political situation 
is instable in Lebanon. Pray that the church 
finds rest and peace with God so that Christian 
activities and outreach to the region will 
continue to the glory of His Kingdom.

November 17 | Azerbaijan Pray for protection 
for the small groups of Christians who come 
together in many villages and small towns of 
the country. Often they are intimidated and 
threatened by the police, neighbors or security 
police.

November 18 | Turkey Pray for Christians who 
are regarded as potential enemies within the 
Turkish State. Threats from Muslim nationalists 
are regularly made against these Christians. 

November 19 | Turkey A Christian was killed 
in broad daylight in the center of Istanbul. The 
perpetrator confessed to the prosecutor that he 
woke up that morning and decided he would kill 
a Christian. Please pray that God would comfort 
his family. Even though I walk through the 
valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, 
for you are with me; your rod and your staff, 
they comfort me. (Ps. 23:4) 

November 20 | Turkey A Christian was held 
hostage at knife point in the center of Istanbul 
by a young Muslim who threatened to slit his 
throat because he had been sharing the gospel. 
Pray that he will receive strength from the Lord 
after this terrible ordeal. But let all who take 
refuge in you be glad; let them ever sing for joy. 
Spread your protection over them, that those who 
love your name may rejoice in you. (Ps. 5:11)

November 21-22 | Turkey Uphold in prayer the 
Christian Iranian refugees in Turkey. Life for 
them is full of pressure and uncertainty at work; 
those who come from an Islamic background 
feel the pressure to conform and attend the 
mosque. Some of them face physical violence in 
order to pressure them to return to Islam.

November 23 | Somalia Being a Christian 
in Somalia is very dangerous. The secret 
believers there receive little encouragement and 
discipleship. Pray for the spiritual growth of the 
Somali Christians in spite of the ever-present 
dangers and severe isolation. “So do not fear, 
for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am 
your God. I will strengthen you and help you; I 
will uphold you with my righteous right hand.” 
(Is. 41:10)

November 24 | India Please pray for 
believers who are facing political pressures 
and continuous threats to stop church-related 
activities. Fundamentalists are trying to incite 
anti-Christian feelings and have repeatedly 
called the church their biggest enemy and 
a threat to the Hindu culture. Therefore, 
among God’s churches we boast about your 
perseverance and faith in all the persecutions 
and trials you are enduring. (2 Thes. 1:4)

November 25 | India 
After a year of brutal 
killing of Christians 
in Orissa, thousands 
of Christians are 
still living in camps 
because they face 
constant fear of attack 
from Hindu fanatics. 
The government has 
removed paramilitary 
forces from the area, so please pray for the 
safety and security of the Christians there.

November 26 | India Please pray for a literacy 
project, where Christians will be gathering 
together every evening in 20 different villages 
to learn reading and writing of the Hindi 
language. Pray that they will have the freedom 
to read their Bibles in the future. They asked 
each other, “Were not our hearts burning 
within us while he talked with us on the road 
and opened the Scriptures to us?” (Luke 24:32)

November 27 | Arabian Peninsula Pray for 
locals from the Arabian Peninsula who study 
in the West and have extensive contacts and 
friendships with Christians. Fervently pray 
that they will open their hearts to the Lord 
and meet workers in their own countries who 
will be able to help them grow in the Lord.

November 28-29 | Arabian Peninsula Abu 
is a new believer in Jesus. He is now studying 
the Bible with a western mentor. Pray that 
the power of God’s Word and Spirit will 
transform his heart, removing any resistance 
to Christ-like character. For everything 
that was written in the past was written to 
teach us, so that through endurance and the 
encouragement of the Scriptures we might 
have hope. (Rom. 15:4)

November 30 | Arabian Peninsula Continue 
to pray that solitary and seeking Christians 
in the Arabian Peninsula will find Bibles and 
also peers for fellowship and encouragement. 
You hear, O LORD, the desire of the afflicted; 
you encourage them, and you listen to 
their cry, defending the fatherless and the 
oppressed, in order that man, who is of the 
earth, may terrify no more. (Ps. 10:17-18)

December 1 | Arabian Peninsula Pray that 
the rulers of the Arabian Peninsula countries 
will create an atmosphere with increasing 
tolerance for Muslim Background Believers 
and Christians.  

December 2 | Iran Pray for protection over 
activities being carried out by Christians. 
Pray that Christians exercise wisdom as they 
determine which activities to pursue and 
which should be put on hold. Show me your 
ways, O LORD,teach me your paths; guide 
me in your truth and teach me, for you are 
God my Savior, and my hope is in you all day 
long. (Ps.  25:4-5)
